Directions

From the north

From the west

short distance take Hwy. 120 east exit.   Continue east 
to Hwy 99.  Take Hwy 99 north a short distance. Exit on 
Hwy. 120 east again, turn right.   Continue on 120 (it turns 
left in Oakdale) until it changes into Hwy 108 and brings 
you into Sonora.  (*See last paragraph-ALL.)

From the south
Take Hwy. 99 to Merced and take the take Hwy. 59 east 
exit. Continue east through Snelling to County Road J59, 
turn left.  Continue on J59 to Hwy. 108 and turn right.  

*ALL Stay on Hwy. 108 past all the Sonora exits and into
East Sonora where the highway ends at a “T” intersec-
tion with a stoplight.  Turn right and immediately get in 
the left hand lane.  Turn left at the Mono Way stoplight.  
(Business 108).    Continue east on Mono Way about 1 ½ 
miles to Via Este and turn right.  Take another immediate 
right at Grace Way.
